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     Exercise #1 – What Is and Is Not an Interview?

1. This is a health care interview between two parties, a patient party and a medical party of two.
2. This is a small group discussion among three people that constitute one party – supervisors.

3. This is a counseling interview between two parties, counselor and student. One is clearly the interviewer and the other the interviewee.

4. This is a speech by the representative to a group of students. There is no clear interviewer and interviewee, only a presenter and a group.

5. This is a recruiting interview between two parties, the Navy recruiter and the recruit.

6. This appears to be a classroom situation in which a professor is asking questions of a class. It is not interpersonal in nature.
7. This is a problem-solving interview between representatives of a consulting firm and a school superintendent. The two parties are clear.

8. This is a persuasive interview between a student fund raiser and a potential donor.

9. This is a journalistic interview in which a journalist is attempting to gather information and opinions from two members of a university administration.

10. This is a persuasive interview between a sales representative and a party of two brothers.
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
